Configuration:
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1. Display (to display channel number, 1 to 9, a-c, for a total of 12 channels)
2. POWER Button (used to power ON/OFF/MUTE the transmitter, press and hold it for two seconds to power on the transmitter; press once to mute and press it again to unmute; press and hold for two seconds to turn it off) 
3. Channel DOWN Button

4. Channel UP Button

Note: In mute status, the display channel number flashes. Elastic headband appearance varies from above picture.
QUICK USE GUIDE:
· The SA94 has a built-in lithium battery. Before use, charge the battery via the wireless charging cradle (model number SPA94CHARGER). 
· Power ON the transmitter and the LCD backlight will appear.
· Adjust the channel number to match the channel number on the receiver.
· When finished using, power OFF the transmitter to save the power and place it onto the charging cradle for battery charging.
SA94CHARGER CHARGING CRADLE:

a. Place the headworn transmitter onto the charging cradle and lock the two lockers.
b. Plug the 5V power adapter into the DC input on the charging cradle. 

c. It takes six to seven hours to fully charge the transmitter each time and it can be used for six hours after every full charge.

Red: charging cradle powered on


Green flashing: charging


Green on: charging completed

Trouble Shooting Guide:
1. If STATIC INTERFERENCE occurs, please go through the following procedures to eliminate the problems.

a. Sound level on the transmitter may be too high. 
b. Check to see if any outside sources are using the same frequency as the transmitter. Either locate and remove the outside interference, or set the transmitter to a different channel to avoid that frequency.

c. Check the sound by connecting to a different transmitter. Listen from a receiver to see if the sound improves.

d. Make sure the battery is charged and has power.
e. If the problem continues, power off the transmitter and power it on again after a minute.
2. If a BUZZ occurs, please go through the following procedures to eliminate the problems.

a. Make sure there are no major internal obstructions, such as metal support posts, between the transmitter and receiver.

b. Make sure the antennas on the receivers are installed so they are within the distance range.

c. Make sure to talk to the “T-talk” side of the microphone
d. Try changing the transmitter to a different frequency to see if the sound quality improves. Some will be received better than others.
e.  Make sure no other wireless transmitters are using the same frequency at the facility. Check to see if any outside sources are using the same frequency as the transmitter. Either locate and remove the outside interference, or change the transmitter to a different frequency to avoid that frequency.
3. If there is NO SOUND, please go through the following procedures to eliminate the problems.

a. Make sure the transmitter and the receiver frequencies match.
b. Make sure the transmitter is ON and the batteries are fully charged.
If the problem persists, the unit needs to be serviced. Please contact your dealer or Supreme Audio directly.
