Important Guidelines:

Please read the instructions in this guide before installing and using the equipment.

Use the power adapter provided with the equipment.  Plug the power adapter into an appropriate grounded power outlet or connect the cable to a C-safe port on cardio machines.

Do not place anything on top of or over the equipment. Doing So can damage the membrane switch and electronics.

Do not attempt to service the unit yourself.  Please contact your dealer or SupremeVision directly for maintenance and replacements.

Product Description:

The 3-Band wireless entertainment system is the latest development in 3-band technology.  This new wireless receiver is easy to mount on stationary fitness equipment.  It covers all entertainment frequency ranges, allowing the user to listen to a TV or other audio source connected to a compatible 2.4 GHz transmitter, all 900 MHz transmitters, and all FM radio transmitters.  With its unique large LCD design and membrane control buttons, it is attractive and user friendly.  It allows the user to SCAN to find the 900MHz and FM frequencies being used in the area.  The scanning sensitivity is adjustable for different environments.  10 levels of squelch sensitivity are flexible and convenient for the installers to utilize the most appropriate settings.

Programming Procedures

1. Power ON/OFF: The unit turns on instantly when the headphone is plugged into the headphone jack.  The unit turns off 7 seconds after the headphone is unplugged.

2. Volume/Channel Setup: The LCD shows the Signal Strength, Channel #, Mode, and Volume Level.  The user can change the Channel # by using the CHANNEL UP & CHANNEL DOWN buttons.  Adjust the Volume level by using the VOLUME UP & VOLUME DOWN buttons.

3. Mode Selection: Use the MODE button to switch among three modes, i.e., 2.4 GHz Frequencies, UHF (900MHz) Frequencies, and FM Frequencies.

4. Squelch Setting: The receiver squelch setting is activated by pressing the DELETE and MUTE buttons for ten seconds in the selected mode. Use VOLUME UP or VOLUME DOWN buttons to adjust the level (from 0 to 9). Return to the selected mode by pressing the DELETE and MUTE buttons for ten seconds again.

5. Programming: Press SET and MEMO buttons for ten seconds to activate the setting mode.  Press them again for ten seconds to return to the selected mode.  

2.4GHz Mode: Use the CHANNEL UP or CHANNEL DOWN buttons to scroll through the 14 channels of the 2.4 GHz band (only).  Use VOLUME UP or VOLUME DOWN buttons to switch between the two groups. The group without “PAIR” mark is compatible with the Group 1 of our SV-301GT 2.4GHz wireless entertainment transmitter; the group with “PAIR” mark is compatible with the Group 2. If any of the 14 listed channels are unwanted, press MEMO button till the “Memory” on the LCD will disappear.  Press again to recover it.


900MHz / FM Mode: In the 900 MHz mode, the scanning covers all the frequencies from 902 MHz to 928 MHz using 50 k spacing.  The FM is from 88 MHz – 108 MHz, so it scans all the frequencies in this bandwidth using 100k spacing.

a. Start auto scanning by pressing the SCAN button once.  Before that, if required, choose the scanning sensitivity level by scrolling up or down the 16 frequency groupings (from 0 to F) using the DELETE button.  The factory setting is 5.  It takes approximately 80 seconds for the 900 MHz system to complete the auto scanning, while it takes approximately 35 seconds for the FM system to finish the auto scanning.  When it detects an FM signal, it will add that frequency to the scanned list.

b. When auto scanning is complete, use the VOLUME UP or VOLUME DOWN buttons to review the scanned list.  At this time, choose the Channel # by the CHANNEL UP or CHANNEL DOWN button, then choose the wanted frequency from the scanned list.  For example, set the Channel # at 01, and then select frequency 89.7 from the scanned list.  Finally, hold the MEMO button down till “Memory” flashes once, which means that the frequency and Channel are successfully enabled.

Special Note: 

Because a frequency might be needed later, it is suggested that none be deleted from the scanned list.  This saves rescanning, which can mess up previous settings.  Further, the scanned list can be used as reference information when a new transmitter is being set up.  Up to 64 channels can be selected for both the 900 MHz and FM systems.  The receiver stops auto scanning after it collects the 64th channel.  In areas where there is a lot of noise or interference, adjust the scanning sensitivity level for better results.

Installation:
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Use the enclosed cable (zip) ties to attach the wireless receiver to the cardio equipment.  Please place the wireless receiver in a position on the machine that will not cause any interference with range of motion or safety features.

a. Identify the fitness equipment on which you plan to attach the receivers. Determine a location on the equipment where the person can comfortably reach it and the controls are easily readable. Make sure that the receiver does not interfere with the equipment’s display or moving parts. You can attach a receiver either horizontally or vertically. Do not attach the receiver to handlebars that move.

b. Insert two cables through the holes in the mounting bracket on the back of the receiver. Place the receiver onto the handlebar. Use the pliers to tighten the cable ties so the receiver cannot move.

c. Cut off the excess plastic from the cable ties, being careful not to leave any sharp edges. 

Note: The user is allowed to vary the receiver direction without removing the receiver, by one hand holding the mounting bracket and the other hand lifting the receiver up and rotating to the desired direction/location.

Replacing Headphone Jacks:

1. Loosen the two screws on front.  Slide the headphone jack module out of the compartment.  The headphone jack module can be changed without removing the wireless receiver from the cardio machine!  Place the new headphone jack module back into the wireless receiver compartment and tighten the two screws.

2. The headphone jack should be replaced after it has been used 6,000 times.  The LCD shows the number of uses when the unit is powered on.  After 6,000 uses, the headphone icon will be flashing on the LCD.  After you replace the new headphone jack, there are two methods to zero the counting. 

a. Use a needle or a thin tool to press the button inside the jack compartment to zero the counting. 

b. Plug in the headphone to power on the receiver, press SET and MEMO buttons for ten seconds to activate the setting mode, and press DELETE and MUTE buttons for eight seconds till the flashing headphone icon disappears.
