1. PICTURE MENU
This first item of the menu is the PICTURE menu

You can adjust picture effect here, such as PICTURE MODE, CONTRAST, BRIGHTNESS, COLOR,TINT, SHARPRESS, and COLOR MODE.

Picture Mode
